Analysis of Economic-Spatial Reflections of Urban Housing
Policies in Iran:Case Kohgiluyeh and Boyer Ahmad Province

Accepted:2022/8/9 | 14, 1rovide housing in Iran, in the Five-Year Development Plans after the Islamic Revolution,
different policies have been made, each of which has had economic-spatial reflections on the
development of cities and towns. The cities of Kohgiluyeh and Boyer Ahmed province have also
experienced economic-spatial reflections under the influence of housing supply policies. This
article aims to identify the economic-spatial reflections of the housing development policies on
the cities of Kohgiluyeh and Boyer Ahmad province. The executive policies of the government
(including policies of PAK, Cooperative Housing, New Towns, Land Preparation, Lease on
Condition of Ownership, Tall Building, Mehr Housing, and Social Housing) have been
evaluated using the survey method. The tools of data collection are questionnaires and
interviews with experienced and active experts in the field of housing in 18 cities of Kohgiluyeh
and Boyar Ahmad province, which have been affected by housing policies. Due to the fact that
the number of experts who have experience and are active in the field of housing and housing
policies in the province and especially in the city of Yasouj is limited, a total of 20 experts (14
men and 6 women) in the field of housing, including 3 managers, 6 experts, 6 university
professors, and 5 urban planning Ph.D. students were selected. The results of the research show
that Mehr housing, in terms of paying attention to the economic characteristics of the poor,
targeting and expanding mortgages, granting long-term and low-interest special loans and
credits in accordance with the income of households, has the best performance and the most
impact from the economic-spatial perspective in the cities of the province. Also, cooperative
housing and Lease on Condition of Ownership are the most compatible with urban and regional
economic conditions in the cities of Kohgiluyeh and Boyer Ahmad province. According to the
experts, the Mehr housing policy, Tall Building, PAK policy and the construction of new cities
have had the same effects in terms of economic-spatial components, but they have statistically
significant differences with other policies. Also, Mehr housing and social housing show the
same effects.
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n countries with centralized planning, such as Iran, housing policies have had a great
impact on the formation and expansion of the cities and towns in various aspects. To
provide housing in Iran in the five-year development plans after the Islamic Revolution,
different policies have been made, each of which has had economic-spatial reflections on
the development of cities and towns, and despite the success of these policies, urban
housing is still a challenge in the country. Kohgiluyeh and Boyer Ahmad province is no
exception, and housing policies have had spatial repercussions on urban development.
This article aims to identify the spatial-economic reflections of housing development
policies on cities and towns in particular in Kohgiluyeh and Boyer Ahmad province.

I Introduction

Methodology

This research article is developmental-applicative in terms of purpose and descriptive-
analytical in terms of method. Using the survey method, the executive policies of the
government on housing (including policies of PAK, Cooperative Housing, New Towns,
Land Preparation, Lease on Condition of Ownership, Tall Building, Mehr Housing, and
Social Housing) are evaluated. The tools of data collection are questionnaires and
interviews with experienced and active experts in the field of housing in 18 cities of
Kohgiluyeh and Boyar Ahmad province, which have been affected by housing policies.
Due to the fact that the number of experts who have experience and are active in the field
of housing and housing policies in the province and especially in the city of Yasouj is
limited, a total of 20 experts (14 men and 6 women) in the field of housing, including 3
managers, 6 experts, 6 university professors, and 5 Ph.D. student of urban planning were
selected. The required questionnaire was designed to determine the development
capabilities of the housing in terms of the economic components of each policy as well as
the ability of policies to improve housing indicators. The reliability coefficient of the
questionnaire (Cronbach's alpha) was 0.73. In order to investigate the reflections of urban
housing policies and plans on urban development of Kohgiluyeh and Boyer Ahmad
province, 11 questions from the economic aspect were designed using a questionnaire and
expert opinion. Findings of this study are based on four components and a 5-point Likert
scale for each item (very high (5), high (4), somewhat (3), low (2), and very low (1)) for
each plan or policy.

Results and discussion

In the development plans after the revolution, policies have been presented by
governments to solve the housing problem. In the first years after the victory of the
revolution, the policies were generally based on providing land for the deprived sections
of the society, but little by little, with the evolution of government institutions and the
formation of organizations related to the housing issue in ministries and public institutions,
these policies changed from providing land to providing residence. But this method also
failed to solve the housing problem in the country; therefore, after the forced war and with
the beginning of planning periods in the country, housing policies were pursued with the
approach of empowering the private sector and strategic support of the government sector
in the matter of monitoring and policy-making at the macro level. The economic-spatial
effects of urban housing policies on the cities of Kohgiluyeh and Boyer Ahmad province
have been studied in four components: urban poverty, credit and facilities, housing prices
and rent, and Housing supply inputs. The results of scientific research and the feedbacks
on recent policies and plans show their strengths and weaknesses, each of which has
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economic-spatial reflections (specifically in the development of cities) and has been a part
of meeting the housing needs of the society.

Conclusion

The reflections and effects of urban housing policies on the urban development of
Kohgiluyeh and Boyer Ahmad province were investigated using a questionnaire and the
opinion of experts in economic-spatial components. The results are as follows:

* In terms of paying attention to the economic characteristics of the poor, among housing
policies, Mehr Housing has paid the most attention to this group and has the most ability
to correctly target low-income urban groups.

* Cooperative housing has been the most effective in building the capacity of local housing
funds and providing housing for cooperative members.

*» Cooperative housing and Lease on Condition of Ownership have the highest degree of
compatibility with the conditions of urban and regional economy in the cities of
Kohgiluyeh and Boyer Ahmad province.

» Mehr Housing has the most success in targeting and getting mortgages.

* Among the various housing policies in the cities of Kohgiluyeh and Boyer Ahmad
province, Mehr Housing has had the best performance and the most success in targeting
and expanding housing loans in terms of granting long-term and low-interest special
loans and credits in accordance with the income of households.

* According to the experts, Tall Building is paid the most attention to the application of
new methods of financing projects in Kohgiluyeh and Boyer Ahmad province housing
policies and the greatest ability to develop the economic sector in the housing policies
of Kohgiluyeh and Boyer Ahmad province.

* Lease on Condition of Ownership has the greatest capacity in the application of micro
financial services.

» Among housing policies, Mehr Housing has been the most effective in reducing inflation
in the price of construction materials in the cities of Kohgiluyeh and Boyer Ahmad
province.

* There is not much difference between the impacts of housing policies on reducing
housing rents. However, Mehr Housing, with a slight difference compared to other
policies, has had a greater impact on reducing housing rents.

» Among the housing policies in the cities of Kohgiluyeh and Boyer Ahmad province, the
biggest impact on reducing housing prices belongs to the Mehr housing policy,
although, in recent decades, housing prices in Iran have not decreased and have always
been on the rise.

* According to the experts, Mehr housing policy, Tall Building, PAK policy, and
construction of new cities have had the same effects in terms of economic-spatial
components, but they have statistically significant differences with other policies. Also,
Mehr housing and social housing show the same effects.
